for Cuba ; that our presence was required there, remark-
§ng at the same tirae, that he ealled no eouneil of war ;
e asked no opinion or advice of uny officer ; that he
aloi-e wus responsible for his movements. And hore
swe are, within four days’ sail of lavana, where Com,
Blavo will offer the services of * Old Ironsides ' to
Com, McCaAvuLEY.

We kuow it was trying to Commodore Mavo to dig-
appoint the ofiicers and menn of the Constitution from
meoting their wives and famijlies, but he said our duty
Yo our country is our first consideration. Our Commo-
dore i8 a prudent officor, but wes to the Spanishcruiser
who offers any indlgaities to our flag in his presense.
