Location: We have not had a regular meeting place to which we could invite all residents.  However, beginning in June, meetings will be held on the Clubhouse porch so that all may attend. 

New Parking Stickers and Boat Ramp Keys
All Selby residents and property owners must now display a red Selby parking sticker on their cars to park at the beach.  Even if you already have a blue sticker on your car, you will need to replace it with a red one.  Stickers are available on Thursday evenings from 7:00 to 9:00 pm at the beach.  You must bring your current car registration, or if you are new to Selby, and your registration does not have your Selby address, you must bring proof of residency (mortgage or lease—utility bills cannot be accepted).  New boat ramp keys are now available as well.  The lock to the boat ramp is changed every year, so you must obtain a new key annually.  The fee is $25.00 per year. 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Clubhouse Lawsuit Update
Our attorney, Matt Egeli, has moved forward with our lawsuit to enforce our contract to purchase the Clubhouse and two adjacent lots from Youth Development Foundation (YDF) after they backed out of the November 2003 agreement last summer, stating the property was no longer for sale.  Mr. Egeli filed a motion for summary judgment (MSJ) in Anne Arundel County Circuit Court on April 20, 2006, stating that YDF defaulted on the contract and requesting specific performance of the Agreement, transfer of fee simple title and possession of the Clubhouse and adjacent lots in exchange for the appraised value ($165,000) minus attorney fees and other costs incurred since YDF breached the contract.  If YDF fails to attend settlement, we are requesting the appointment of a receiver or trustee to sign the deed transferring title to Selby.  

YDF also filed a MSJ in Circuit Court on April 21, 2006, stating that they should not have to abide by the Agreement to Purchase because it did not contain a purchase price or a specific end date, and that the SCA took too long to get to a settlement date.  Our attorney said he will address and rebut all of YDF's legal and factual assertions.  YDF signed the Agreement, knowing that it did not contain a specific purchase price or end date and understood the appraisal process described in the Agreement used to determine the purchase price and end date.  YDF backed out of the Agreement when the third appraisal came back lower than they wanted.

A MSJ asks a judge to rule on a case based strictly on law, so it is faster and less expensive than a full trial.  At the hearing, witnesses are not called.  If the judge decides that he cannot make a decision based on the facts provided in the MSJ, a full trial is scheduled. 

 
In 2001, the judge took three months to rule in our favor on our Clubhouse easement MSJ, so this process may take all summer.  The losing party can appeal, which YDF did following the 2001 ruling, claiming that the easement applied only to the Clubhouse bathrooms.  We eventually won the appeals, leading to the Purchase Agreement.  If the judge rules that they can break the Agreement, we will continue to negotiate a purchase from YDF and insist, in Court if necessary, that we have rights to the Clubhouse beyond their interpretation of the easement.

Bring Out Your Junk!  Bring Out Your Junk!

Mark your calenders and get working on that garage or attic!  Anne Arundel County is providing dumpsters for us this year on Saturday, August 5, and Sunday, August 6, 2006, at the Clubhouse parking lot.  The dumpsters are for use by Selby property owners only.  Items that are not permitted for disposal in the dumpsters are:  junk automobiles, trailers, gas and propane tanks, tree trunks, oil drums and tanks, liquids, hazardous waste, boats, tires, logs, paint, refrigerators and air conditioners.

Beach Lots Donated

Three more lots on Selby’s community beach property have been donated to the Selby Athletic Association (SAA).  Although residents have had use of these areas as per our 1937 perpetual easement, the Boger family has owned the property for about thirty years.  In 2000, the Bogers agreed to donate most of the beach property to the SAA by the end of 2006.  The SAA has since acquired title to all of the land that surrounds the Clubhouse between the boat ramp and the playground (approximately), except for the Clubhouse and two adjacent lots on either end of the Clubhouse (see “Clubhouse Lawsuit Update”).  The Bogers must still donate the parcel of land between the playground and Holiday Point Marina to SAA by the end of this year.  There are also two lots near Selby Yacht Basin owned by the Bogers that are covered by our easement but are not part of this donation agreement.

Is the Grass Really Greener in Selby?

Though blooms are bountiful in the yards of Selby Bay, water levels are below normal, and these helpful tips can help keep weeds out and grass green.  First, mow high and mulch mow if possible, ideally to a 3 to 4 inch minimum height.  The county maximum sod height for developed lots is 12 inches, so if you are out of town for a long period, hire someone to mow it for you.  Second, use an all-natural fertilizer, such as Melorgamite, to keep sod well fed.  Quick feed chemicals are great for a fast green look, but sod may become stressed and susceptible to disease, crab grass, and weeds.  Choose a quick feed chemical with weed control or apply weed chemical separately.  Third, if you didn’t seed your lawn yet, wait until fall.  Easter weekend was the last weekend that seed may actually take and stay, so hold off until October to perform any major lawn overhauls.  Even if seed does germinate properly with lots and lots of water for help, weeds can overtake new lawns quickly since the roots have not had a chance to grow deep.  Laying pre-grown sod is ok until the end of May, provided it is watered thoroughly every day for at least two weeks.  Finally, water your lawn in the early morning to reduce evaporation and scorching of the blades.  A five-minute soak if watered by hand or one hour with a standard circular sprinkler each morning will keep the lawn happy.  If you have an older well or a well with an over-tapped or low aquifer, consult a well specialist before watering lawns for extended durations to avoid the costly mistake of a dried well.
