Beach Rules

With summer here, many community members are utilizing our beach and park areas.  However, for the safety of all, and so that everyone can continue to enjoy this privilege, it is important to abide by the following rules for these areas:

· A Selby resident must accompany all guests.

· All cars must display a Selby parking sticker.

· No dogs on the beach.

· No glass on the beach.

· Swim at your own risk.

· If you choose to consume alcohol, please do so responsibly.

· Pick up all trash and take it with you.

Although garbage cans and recycling bins are provided at the beach as a courtesy, please take your trash with you when you leave the beach, especially large amounts.  If you have a party at the beach (a group larger than your nuclear family), you must take all of your trash with you.  Also, please leave dogs at home when visiting the beach.  Dogs (mainly unleashed) harass sunbathers, defecate on the beach, and injure young children.  Dogs may be walked on the grassy areas, provided the dog is leashed and under control (as per Anne Arundel County law), and cleaned up after.  These actions will cut down on the number of insects and animals (particularly wandering dogs) that frequent the area and will make everyone’s beach experience more enjoyable.  Remember, this area is a private beach shared by other Selby residents.  Treat it as if it were your own…it is!

Clubhouse Purchase update
As reported in the last newsletter, the third and final appraisal on the Clubhouse and two adjacent lots was completed, setting the purchase price at $165,000.  On July 11, 2005, the SCA’s attorney sent a letter to Youth Development Foundation (YDF) setting the settlement date for August 19, 2005.  The letter states that if we do not receive a response from them within ten business days of the letter confirming that they intend to follow through with the property settlement, we will pursue enforcing the contract in Circuit Court.  If they choose not to settle, and we are forced to take them to court, they must pay for all legal fees, which will be deducted from the purchase price of the Clubhouse.  YDF has not responded to our attorney’s earlier letters; however, YDF’s president did send a letter to the appraiser disagreeing with many parts of the appraisal.  The appraiser, who represents both parties, stands by his appraisal as written. 

Nettle Nets Installed , Then Slashed

Jellyfish nets were installed at the beach on June 25, 2005.  This is always a labor-intensive job, so thank you to Jerry Brice, Kim Cannon and her nephew, Scott, Rick Karl, and Bruce, Susan and Alan Lanier for their efforts.

Unfortunately, a few days later, someone cut the rope attaching the nets to the cable and slashed the nets in many places, damaging two-thirds of the nets.  We were able to repair them enough to hopefully get us through this season; however, new nets must now be purchased for next year. County police and the DNR were notified, and they are pursuing leads on who committed this act of vandalism.

Meeting Signs—Here One Day, Gone the Next

New signs were recently made to announce SCA meetings and other events, an effort long overdue.  Scott Gillis, Martin O’Callaghan, and the Lanier family donated materials and/or labor for this project.  Unfortunately, three of the new signs were stolen last month.  We hope to have new signs available in the near future.

Editor’s Corner

HELP!  We Need Somebody, Not Just Anybody…OK, We Need Everybody

Selby on the Bay is suffering from a critical lack of volunteer involvement.  During Board meetings, to which all residents are invited, issues arise that need to be addressed, but there are not enough people to serve on committees or help in other ways.  There are over 500 homes in Selby, translating to approximately 1000 adults (not to mention teens who need community service for high school graduation) living here.  Right now, only seventeen people, including those who deliver this newsletter, contribute to the needs of this community.  That totals .017 % of adult Selby residents who are involved in almost 100% of the work involved in maintaining a positive community environment.  Almost every one of these active residents work full time and have families just like you.  All who volunteer, however, also value the community that they, and you, live in, and strive to keep the community clean, safe, and inviting.  There are many ways to help, even if you have very little time.  Some of the current needs include help with an audit committee for our Community Benefit District account, regular trash pick up on the beach (Thank you if you already do this!), people willing to sit at the entrance of the Clubhouse parking lot occasionally (weekends) to check for parking passes on cars, and (very soon) people willing to work on the Clubhouse.  The list goes on.  The bottom line is that if volunteers don’t accomplish what needs to be done, we will have to hire outside help, which will ultimately lead to another increase of our Community Benefit District tax.  The Board of Directors meets every first Tuesday at 7:30 pm at the Beach, and there are two membership meetings per year (August and October).   Please plan to attend one or more of these meetings and see what you can do to further improve the quality of life here in Selby.  It’s also a great way to meet your neighbors!
